As many of you know, volunteers are a vital part of any organization.  As the FJC prepares to open, it is necessary that we build a strong base of committed volunteers to ensure the success of our program. 





We recognize that building our volunteer program will be a process, which will always be evolving.  Our ultimate goal is to have at least 8-10 Trained Volunteer Supervisors at all times.  These will be volunteers trained in every volunteer position who can assist with supervising other volunteers.  Ultimately, we would also like to have 1-2 Chaplains per shift, and 2-3 Volunteers per shift.  That means, at our ideal set-up, we will need anywhere from 42-50 volunteers per week for daily FJC activities.  There will also be a tremendous need for special project volunteers.  These volunteers would be asked to assist with training events, and other projects that are in addition to the volunteer needs listed above.  This will even include administrative tasks that a volunteer could do from home.
